Dear Parishioners,  
 
 On behalf of the clergy of St. Andrew Parish, I 
would like to wish everyone a peace-filled and prosperous 
New Year.  In so doing, I would like to encourage you to 
develop a devotion to the Infant Jesus of Prague, as one 
who brings forth the gift of peace, and the one who is the 
source of all blessing.  We are blessed to have this image 
and devotional space in the church, and there are booklets 
available to help gain a greater understanding of the 
history and the purpose of this devotion.  One of the recent 
blessings to the parish has been a challenge gift of 
$100,000 from the Eck Family to establish an endowment 
which will help maintain the building.  Furthermore, there 
has been an $80,000 pledge toward that matching 
challenge from the Elizabeth Kelly Foundation.  As a result 
the main room in the building will be named ‘Kelly Hall’.  
We are blessed by these families and continue to place 
trust in God’s goodness. 

  
With the crèche in front of the altar, we placed the 

three wise men a distance away on a table due east of this 
scene.  It was symbolic of the wise men coming from the 
east.  As we celebrate the Epiphany of the Lord, these 
men are now in the crèche scene, bringing their gifts of 
gold, frankincense, and myrrh.  Gold is a gift fit for a king; 
frankincense was used by the priests in the temple 
sanctuary in offering sacrifice to cloud their vision from 
seeing the face of God; and myrrh is a spice used in 
preparing a body for burial.  In this scene and through 
these gifts, Jesus is manifested as the true King of the 
Universe who becomes the great high priest, and who 
offers himself in sacrifice for the sins of the world through 
his passion and death.  

  
On Monday morning, beginning at 9:00 in the 

school, registration will take place for new students 
entering the school this fall.  St. Andrew School has been 
in existence since 1956, and provides a well rounded 
education to enable students to move forward in faith. 
Over 75% of our graduates who currently attend St. 
Charles are on the honor roll, and about 45% of our 
graduates who attend Watterson are on the honor roll.
