Through supportive 
services, they also help older adults plan for the future, including 
exploring housing options.  There is no charge for supportive 
services.   
 Mental health counseling, which helps with grief, 
depression, and other problems, is provided by experienced 
geriatric social workers and is offered both at client homes and at 
their offices.  Counseling is covered partially by Medicare and 
ADAMH; the client co-pay is based on ability to pay.  To learn 
more about supportive services or mental health counseling, 
please call the appointment coordinator at 614-457-7876.
