MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Parishioners,

This week, we will once again begin the solemn
season of Lent. Lent begins on Ash Wednesday,
February 18. 1 remind you that Ash Wednesday is a
day of fast and abstinence, and that all the Fridays of
Lent are days of abstinence. The entire season of Lent
is penitential in nature. We "do penance” for our sins:
We deny ourselves something that is lawful for us to
enjoy as a sign of sorrow for our sins and of our desire
to make amends for the wrongs we have done.

Lent is also a time of repentance. To repent means
to turn, to change direction, to turn away from sin
and believe in the Gospel. To repent is to undergo
conversion.

| want to suggest that, during this Lenten season in
this year 2026, we do more than simply “do penance.”
| suggest that we repent of our sins, change the
direction of our lives, and be fully converted to
following Christ, taking up our cross each day and
following after Him. Jesus’ message when He began
His public ministry was a call to repentance: “Repent,
for the kingdom of heaven is at hand!” (Matthew
3:2) Repentance is not a “once and done” matter.
Repentance is an ongoing process of conversion, as
we bring more and more of our rebellious impulses
under control and in obedience to Christ. The need
for repentance is always there. If we are honest with
ourselves, we will easily identify the areas of our life
that still need to be reformed.

| invite you to embrace this season of Lent, not simply
as a time to do penance, but as a time to hear anew
the Lord'’s call to repentance, to turn away from sin
and to believe in the Gospel.
