Dear Parishioners,

This Sunday is the Second Sunday of Lent, and

the Gospel reading narrates the account of the
Transfiguration of Jesus. An ancient tradition held
that Jesus' transfiguration took place 40 days before
His Crucifixion, so it is fitting that we hear this Gospel
account near the beginning of Lent.

Today, Sunday, March 1, is also Confirmation Day for
the eighth graders of our parish, including St. Andrew
School and the Parish School of Religion (PSR). Bishop
Fernandes will celebrate the Confirmation Mass this
afternoon at 3:00 p.m., and confer the sacrament on
our 72 candidates. | wish to welcome Bishop Fernandes
to St. Andrew Parish for this happy occasion.

Each year, the Confirmation Candidates write a letter
to me indicating their desire to be confirmed and
describing the importance of the Catholic faith for each
one of them. | am always impressed by the maturity of
their thoughts and their enthusiasm for the Catholic
faith. This year, a number of the students spoke of

the importance of the St. Andrew Parish community
and how important it is to them to be part of a church
community that supports one another along the path
of salvation. Other students spoke of their growing
maturity in their relationship with God, and their
awareness of God's presence and protection in their
lives. They have experienced God's help when they
have encountered difficulties and hard times. They

tell me that they know and trust that God is there for
them always. One student put it this way: "My faith is
important to me because it has given me something to
turn to when | am struggling.”
