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MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Parishioners,

On Tuesday, April 14, the first reading at Mass was
taken from the Acts of the Apostles, and stated, “the
community of believers was of one heart and mind.”
So | took the occasion in my homily to address the
importance of unity in the Church. Since there were
only about 50 people at early Mass that day, | thought
| would share these thoughts with a much wider
audience via the Sunday bulletin message!

Those early Christians were said to be “of one heart
and mind.” We Catholics acknowledge and believe
that “unity” is one of the four “marks” of the Church.
We say in the Apostles Creed that we believe in

“one, holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church.” But the
unity of the Church is not on a merely institutional or
organizational level, as though our unity is like being
members of the same club. No, the bond of unity is a
bond of faith and charity. We are “one body in Christ”
because we profess the one faith. Furthermore, we
are united by the bond of charity, and we are bound
by the Lord’s commandment to “love one another as |
have loved you.” The unity of the Church is also known
as “communion.” At every Mass, we pray that the
Church may grow “in communion with Leo our Pope
and Earl our Bishop.” There ought not to be factions
or divisions in the communion of the Church and we
must be ever concerned to strengthen and repair (if
necessary) those bonds of faith and love that unite the
Church as one.

May the whole community of believers be of one
heart and mind, just like the Christians in apostolic
times.

JOSEPHINUM TOUR DAY: Join us on Saturday, May
2, and learn about the fascinating history and unique
mission of the only pontifical seminary outside of Italy
as you explore the Pontifical College Josephinum.
