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MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Parishioners,

Today, we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most Holy
Trinity, which is observed annually on the Sunday
after Pentecost. This feast invites us to contemplate
the unfathomable mystery of the Holy Trinity, Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit: three persons and One God.

Our prayers, especially in the Sacred Liturgy, are
trinitarian. We pray to the Father, through the Son,
Our Lord Jesus Christ, and in the unity of the Holy
Spirit. Perhaps the best and most powerful trinitarian
prayer is the Sign of the Cross. When we invoke the
persons of the Trinity while tracing the cross on our
head and shoulders, that is like putting on armor —
the Cross of Christ is the sign that we have been
claimed by Christ our Savior, and we belong to Him.
The Father, Son, and Holy Spirit together protect us
from the attacks of the Evil one, our ancient foe.

| am not the first one to suggest that invoking the
Holy Trinity is akin to putting on armor. St. Patrick’s
Breastplate is a prayer attributed to the Apostle of
Ireland. "Breastplate” refers to a piece of armor.
That prayer begins: “| arise today through a mighty
strength, the invocation of the Trinity, through the
belief in the Threeness, through confession of the
Oneness of the Creator of Creation.”

| believe that simply making the Sign of the Cross
while calling upon the persons of the Trinity is an
equally efficacious way of putting on the armor of

God to protect us from all evil.

On this Trinity Sunday, may almighty God bless you,
the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit! Amen.
