MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Parishioners,

This Sunday, we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most Holy
Body and Blood of Christ, also known more colloquially as
“Corpus Christi.” This feast is given to us by the Church to
remind us that the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist is truly
the Body and Blood of Christ, and not merely a symbol or a
token of remembrance.

To help strengthen our faith in this mystery, we are very
happy to have a very inspiring display, Miracles of the
Eucharist, at St. Andrew this weekend. You may know that
St. Carlo Acutis, the first millennial saint, was canonized last
year by Pope Leo XIV. He was known for documenting and
making known the stories of the eucharistic miracles. There
have been numerous eucharistic miracles throughout

the centuries, including in modern times. These miracles
often involve the Sacred Host bleeding or changing into
human flesh, and some of these miracles have been
substantiated by modern scientific tests. | remember
visiting the Cathedral in Orvieto, Italy, in 1987. A eucharistic
miracle took place there some centuries ago, and the
Bloodstained Corporal (the cloth on which the Sacred Host
is placed upon the altar) is still on display in the church.
This is the church where the tradition of the Corpus Christi
procession began because of the miracle that took place
there. So please visit the Miracles of the Eucharist display
this weekend in the Multipurpose Room adjacent to the
parlor. Itis there all weekend and is well worth your time
and attention. Also, we are having our own Corpus Christi
procession today (Sunday) at the conclusion of the

11:00 a.m. Mass. Please join us in honoring the Most Holy
Body and Blood of Christ.
